Leo Ehrhardt

Mr. Leo  Ehrhardt was first elected Mayor of Simmesport in 1940 and served as mayor until 
1992 except for three terms. He was mayor of Simmesport for a total of 40 years.

Mr. Leo  Ehrhardt was born on February 3, 1908. He came to Simmesport to help build the 
old railroad bridge. He married Simmesport resident Elanor Roberts.  The couple left for a 
time but moved back to Simmesport in 1936.

Mr. Leo  Ehrhardt served his last term as mayor  from 1988 to 1992. He passed away on 
August 17, 1997 at the age of 89.
