AGENDA ITEM 9: IMPACT OF 2020 US CENSUS ON TOWN COUNCIL ELECTION DISTRICTS (Cedric Floyd, President Data
Center, LLC)

Mr. Cedric Floyd, of President Data Center, LLC., gave a report about the 2020 U.S. Census. According to the final tally, Simmesport now has a
population of 1,468 residents. This is down from the 2010 census count of 2,061, a 29% decrease. Mr. Floyd said that it is widely accepted that the
2020 Census likely represents an undercount, this is the number we are officially assigned. Simmesport has four (4) voting districts and each district
must have % of the population in it. With the new census this corresponds to 367 people in each district. According to state law these districts must
have +10% of the 367 people which means that each district has to have at least 349 people but not more than 385 people. This means that Simmesport
will have to redistrict and thus redraw the lines to accommodate state law. Mr. Floyd told the council that his company helps many towns and cities
with redistricting but the Council will have to pass an ordinance to ultimately redraw the districts. Mayor Draper brought up the possibility of working
with each of the council individually to redraw the districts or holding a special meeting to do so.

AGENDA ITEM 10: UPDATE ON ARP FUNDS

Mayor Draper informed the council that the second half of the funds from the American Rescue Plan (COVID relief), had been received. The $384,000
was deposited.

ANGENDA ITEM 11: COMMUNITY CENTER PROPOSAL

Mayor Draper presented a proposal to lease the old dollar store building located at 16229 Hwy 1, which is adjacent to the Piggly Wiggly grocery store.
Mayor Draper indicated that the initial talks have given a price of $1,000 per month for the lease price.

A motion was made by Councilman Turner and seconded by Councilman Wright to move forward with negotiations on leasing the building adjacent
to Piggly Wiggly at 16229 Highway 1. All present voted as follows:

A. TOWN ENGINEER- Not present

B. UTILITY DEPARTMENT- Charles Carter: Mr. Dana Smith said that there had been more clean-up at the sewer plant and all lift station
pumps were working. The upgrade project with sustainability is moving forward. There has been progress on water leaks, but the excavator
is being repaired.

C. SEWER PLANT - Charles Carter: See above.

D. STREET DEPARTMENT - Dana Smith: Mr. Smith told the Council that grass has been dying back. Many areas the crew has been able
to get under control have now been sprayed. Mr. Smith thanked Mr. Bryant Washington and Alderman Wright for organizing two
weekends where citizens helped with town cleanup.

E. FIRE DEPARTMENT - Dana Smith: Chief Smith informed the Council and Mayor that the Fire Department had a boot drive on
Saturday, October 8 that went well. He also said the parish-wide burn ban remains in effect for now. Chief Smith said there were no
medical calls and no fire calls. Chief Smith also informed those present that the Fire Department will be hosting a Haunted House for
Halloween starting at 6:30 PM.

F. POLICE DEPARTMENT - Chief Daniel Firmin: Chief Firmin was unable to attend because he was patrolling.
G. TOWN CLERK - Dacia Adams: Mrs. Adams was unable to attend due to illness.

H. TOWN ATTORNEY/MAGISTRATE - Kirk LaCour: Magistrate LaCour said the September court went well. More people are opting to
pay fines that doing jail time. The Town of Simmesport has only one outstanding.
